Many members of the Covenant community either have been or are being directly affected 
by Alzheimer’s disease and similar forms of dementia.  Our library contains two books written 
by individuals who struggled to communicate their own journeys into Alzheimer’s disease as 
their final intellectual and spiritual contributions to a world they loved and were rapidly losing.  
‘My Journey into Alzheimer’s Disease’ was written by Robert Davis, the pastor of a Presbyterian 
mega-church in Florida (and, incidentally, the former pastor of Alan and Debbie Lewis).  
‘Alzheimer’s from the Inside Out’ was written by Richard Taylor, a Ph.D. psychologist with no 
formal church connection.  The similarities and differences that emerge as these two individuals 
struggle to deal with their gradual loss of themselves are insights that I found profoundly mov-
ing and informative.  These books are currently shelved in the section labeled Care-giving in the 
Covenant library and are available for check-out.
