The Danfield Fund

Included in our financial resources are several designated funds. These are assets that have
been given by many people over the years to support specific causes or programs within the
church. Most of them are self-explanatory such as Habitat for Humanity, Kitchen Fund, Land-
scaping Fund, etc. One thatis in a sense a memorial fund is the Danfield Fund.

The Danfield Fund is named for two very active members, Dan Danford and Richard Fields.
These two men were the backbone of property maintenance at Covenant for years. Not only the
mowing, but Dan would clean all the filters in the church twice a year, they painted, they repaired
windows, turned on the heat on Sunday mornings, replaced light bulbs, etc. The fund balance is
kept in reserve for major and unexpected expenses. It is not used to pay utility bills or for minor
maintenance expenses. This year we purchased a security system and had a lawnmower that
required replacement. In the past we have replaced water heaters, heat pumps and other items
that were necessary to keep the building functioning. At this point the fund balance has dropped
due to expenditures. However, we know that we are looking at a roof replacement on the Sanc-
tuary in a few years.
